“After the formation of
Telangana, I insisted on in-
cluding the movement for
formation of the State.

My
argument was that if stu-
dents can learn about the In-
dependence movement
while preparing for UPSC
exam, why can’t they learn
about the history of the Tel-

angana movement? This is

the reason why we have ex-
panded the coverage of his-
tory of Telangana for the

beginning of Asaf Jahi period TSPSC exams,” he said. “Tel-

angana was a modern region
with electricity, postal de-

partment, transport, dams

etc. It had an enlightened

ruler in the Nizam. There
was no communal animosity
In the kingdom,” said Mr.
Bhukya, speaking at the
launch of his book. Narrat-
ing the difficulty in research-
ing the book, Mr. Bhukya
shared the story about how
he had to go through files
stored in gunny bags in a dis-
orderly way to discover nug-
gets of information.
